Regulation of Clinical Photographers - Update

Recently representatives from CAMIP (Carol Fleming and Keith Bellamy) met with the Department of Health to begin the next stage of the regulation process. 

Two documents need to be prepared:

1) ‘The Health Professions (Healthcare Scientists) Order 2005’, which is the Order to go before Parliament and the Scottish Parliament.

2)  ‘Enhancing Public Protection: Proposals for the Statutory Regulation of Healthcare Scientists’, which is the public consultation document.

In addition to Clinical Photography, there were representatives from the other three professions which are at the same stage as us: Clinical Perfusionists, Clinical Physiologists and Clinical Technologists. The two documents will be prepared to encompass all four groups together.

The Department of Health presented drafts of both documents and we discussed them at length. The consultation document in particular has some very profession specific parts which we are required to contribute to by the first week in February.

If all goes according to timetable these documents should be completed and signed off by all parties (including the HPC) by late spring, followed by a three month consultation over the summer. This should then allow the necessary legislation to be laid before Parliament by Christmas, and the register to open soon after. The timetable is subject to a number of factors, not least the interruption that will be caused by a General Election.
